Cerveny is also active with
Saturday bowling leagues in Cedar Rapids and organizes summer clinics for high school and
younger bowlers.

In addition to coaching at Jefferson, Cerveny in his fourth season as an assistant coach for the
Mount Mercy University men’s and women'’s bowling teams. An accomplished bowler himself,
he is a member of the Cedar Rapids and lowa Bowling Hall of Fame.
